The Central Bank only approves this Prospectus Supplement as meeting the standards of 
completeness, comprehensibility and consistency imposed by the Prospectus Regulation. Such approval 
should not be considered as an endorsement of the Issuer or the securities that are the subject of this 
Prospectus Supplement.
